O The Russian and the German researchers will study the Lena River

The participants of the Lena-2011 international expedition started their way
from St. Petersburg to Siberia on 12 August 2011. Scientific research in the delta
of the Lena River and the Laptev Sea will help uncover the secrets of weather
fluctuation on the planet, find out the prospects for global climate changes and
obtain more accurate information about the borders of the Russian continental
shelf in the Arctic.

The head of the expedition is the chairman of the European Commission on
the Arctic and the Antarctic, a well-known German expert in submarine geology,
oceanography and paleo-oceanology, Joern Thiede. The main task of this 14-th
expedition in the region is the reconstruction of the climate of the distant past,
says Andrey Zhirov, the head of the Department of Geomorphology at the St.
Petersburg University.

The expedition is also planning to research the Laptev Sea which is part of
the Arctic Ocean. Scientists will be working aboard a specially equipped ship and
their work will be a contribution to the making of a new Arctic shelf map. It is
very important that Joern Thiede is the head of the expedition because he has
complete information about all international expeditions in the Arctic, Andrey
Zhirov points out.
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“After studylng the research results and carrying out consultations with the
ctic region countries, Russia will send a claim for the establishment of the

Mter boundary of the Russian continental shelf in the Arctic Ocean to a special

UN commission. Russia already sent such a claim in 2001. At that time it was
declined due to the shortage of data proving the continental origin of the
Lomonosov and Mendeleev Ridges. If its new claim is granted, Russia will get the
right to mine the Arctic deposits, including those of oil and gas in an area of over
1.2 milllion sq.km.

The Ministry of Science and Education of the Russian Federation in 2011
held the calls in the framework of the Federal Targeted Program “Research and
Development in Priority Areas of Russia’s Scientific and Technological Complex
2007-2013". The main aim of the Program is the development of scientific and
technological potential of the Russian Federation. The Program promotes the
shaping of the balanced sector of research projects and effective innovation
system. The calls contribute to the development of international cooperation of
Russian organisations and other countries of the world. The winners of the calls
were qualified to implement research for the state requirements. In the first
three calls 71 applications were acclaimed the winners.

The first call was targeted at the EU countries. German scientific and
research organizations leaded as the associate contractors in this call for the
number of filed applications (63) and the winner applications (9). The most part
of the organisations applied to the following subject:

> “Nanoindustry of nanosystems and materials” - 58 applications
» “Life sciences”- 55 applications

The second call included USA and Canada. The leading numbers of the
applications were from the USA (81) against 5 Canadian applications. The most
popular topics were:

> “Nanoindustry of nanosystems and materials”
» “Life sciences”
» “Rational use of natural resources”

The third call was targeted at the countries of Latin America, Middle East,
Asia and Africa. The leading numbers of applications were from China (31),
South Korea (25), Taiwan (10). Among the CIS countries, which were also
among the competitors, leaded Kazakhstan (24), Ukraine (15) and the Republic
of Belarus (15). The most popular subject was "“Rational use of natural
resources”. The research organisations of the Latin America, Middle East, Asia
and Africa countries showed an interest in the “Life sciences” topic. The leading
winners as the associated contractors are from Ukraine and China.

Linking Russia closer to the European Research Area (ERA) is one of the
major objectives of the ERA.Net RUS project http://www.eranet-rus.eu
Although there are tight links between the European Union (EU) and the Russian
science communities, little has been done to set-up joint funding schemes.

Within ERA.Net RUS, two Pilot Joint Calls - “Innovation Projects” and

recently.

Within the Call “"Innovation Projects”, a total of 68 research proposals were
submitted by applicants from Germany, Greece, Israel, Russia, Switzerland and
Turkey of which 10 projects have been selected for funding. The overall funding
volume of the projects is EUR3.7 million. The projects are expected to start in
October 2011.

For the “Collaborative S&T Projects” Call, a total of 212 research proposals
were received by applicants from the partner countries Estonia, Finland, France,
Germany, Greece, Norway, Poland, Russia, Spain, Switzerland and Turkey. The
proposals were submitted in one of the following four topics: 1. Innovative
materials and cutting edge technological processes, 2. Environmental research
and climate change, 3. Research on serious human health problems, 4.
Contemporary socio-economic studies.

A final decision about the projects selected for funding is to be expected in
November 2011. The overall funding volume for the “Collaborative S&T Projects”
Call amounts to EUR7.5 million. The planned project will start in January 2012.
